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CRITERIA FOR ASSESSING ACHIEVEMENTS ELIGIBLE FOR THE RECTOR’S SCHOLARSHIP FOR STUDENTS


PART 1
Achievement criteria — applies to students referred to in § 23(1)(2) of the Benefits Regulations.

Placement on the ranking list is determined by the total number of points obtained in one or more categories of achievements. The maximum number of points a student can receive in each category is:

I. Grade point average — 100 points
II. Academic achievements — 150 points
III. Sports achievements — 100 points
IV. Artistic achievements — 50 points

To apply for the Rector’s Scholarship, regardless of the category, the grade point average under the basic criterion must not be lower than 4.00 (the average of examinations from the last academic year).

I. Grade point average:
When submitting the application, the student provides the grade point average under the basic criterion. If more than one person occupies the last ranking position that qualifies for the Rector’s Scholarship, the order is determined by the Scholarship Committee (KS) on the basis of the first and second additional criteria.

 Basic criterion – the grade point average calculated from examinations for the last academic year, in accordance with § 6 of the Study Regulations (Resolution No. 370/2024 of the Senate of the Medical University of Lublin of 24 April 2024).
 First additional criterion – the average of all grades from the entire year, i.e., from examinations and graded course credits, calculated in accordance with § 6 of the Study Regulations.
 Second additional criterion – the grade point average calculated from examinations for the last semester, calculated in accordance with § 6 of the Study Regulations.

Points are calculated for GPAs from 4.01 to 5.00 (a GPA of 5.00 yields 100 points, and a GPA of 4.01 yields 1 point);

II. Scientific achievements

1. Scholarly works published as full texts that appeared within the last academic year as defined in the UMLub Bibliography database by the year range and the record creation date, i.e., from 1 October to 30 September.
Up to five scholarly works may be counted toward the scholarship. The following do not receive points: editorials, forewords/introductions, reports, biographical notes, letters to the editor, and conference abstracts.
For multi-author publications, the student’s counted position is determined as follows:

 if all authors of the publication have an affiliation with the Medical University of Lublin (UMLub), the first five authors listed in the paper are taken into account, regardless of whether they are academic staff, doctoral students, or students;
 in the case of collaboration with other academic centers, the first five authors who study at UMLub (students and doctoral students) are taken into account.

The scoring of journal articles is based on the current “List of academic journals and reviewed materials from international conferences,” and the scoring of monographs and book chapters is based on the “List of publishers issuing peer-reviewed scholarly monographs,” in accordance with the rules adopted in the UMLub Bibliography database.
In the process of evaluating applications for the scholarship, only publications that meet recognized academic and editorial standards shall be taken into account. Publications in the journals Journal of Education, Health and Sport and Quality in Sport, as well as monographs and book chapters published by Wydawnictwo Naukowe TYGIEL Sp. z o.o., shall not be recognized as eligible for consideration.

Active participation is understood to mean the personal delivery of a presentation or co-authorship of a work presented at a conference, a student scientific conference, a symposium of student research clubs, or the Science Festival. The above-mentioned achievements may not be included in the study programme (curriculum).

Participation must be confirmed by the supervisor of the Student Research Group (or another person designated by the head of the basic unit where the work was carried out) and by the head of the basic organizational unit who delegated the student to the symposium or conference.

Only the first five authors receive points for a paper delivered at a conference. In addition, an author may receive points for up to three works presented at a single conference, symposium, or festival.

Each presented work may be submitted/presented at only one conference.
Scientific conferences are not scored when participation is outside a Student Research Group if the work presented does not have a substantive supervisor who is an academic teacher at the Medical University of Lublin.

*An international conference is one at which at least one-third of active participants presenting papers represented foreign research institutions. To confirm the international status of a conference held in Poland, a certificate issued by the conference organizer must be provided (template on the last page). If the above documents are not submitted, the conference will be treated as a domestic conference.
**A list of conferences compiled by the Student Scientific Society.
***A nationwide specialist conference is one organized by the Polish Society in the relevant field of medical and health sciences. To confirm the specialist status of a conference held in Poland, a certificate of active participation must be submitted that names the principal substantive organizer as the “Polish Society of …” and bears the signature of a person authorized to represent that Society. Conferences organized by Polish Student Societies in the medical sciences do not qualify for this category.

* For scoring in the category of nationwide competitions, only competitions organized by institutions of high prestige within the academic community are recognized: the National Physiology Knowledge Competition “Wielka Synapsa” (The Great Synapse), the National Anatomy Knowledge Competition “Scapula Aurea,” and other competitions organized by the Ministry of Education and Science / the Ministry of National Education, as well as by the Polish Academy of Sciences.

Success in any other nationwide medical competition must be reported to the Scholarship Committee; recognition is subject to verification which reserves the right to recognize the submitted achievement after verification.

For competitions of academic scope (university-level), only two competitions will be counted for points.

Research grants — serving as the project lead (principal investigator) or as a participant on a project approved for funding under a grant competition organized by the home university or by institutions of high prestige in the academic community: the Ministry of Education and Science / Ministry of National Education, the Polish Academy of Sciences, the National Science Centre, or the National Centre for Research and Development. If a project is approved for funding in an international grant competition or in a nationwide competition organized by an entity other than those listed above, this fact should be reported to the Scholarship Committee, which reserves the right to recognize the reported achievement following verification.

Participation must be confirmed on a certificate issued by the head of the basic organizational unit in which the project was carried out, or by another person designated by that head. Only achievements from the 2024/2025 academic year, in which the project was approved for funding, are eligible for points.

The scoring of achievements is verified by a WKS (Faculty Scholarship Committee — Wydziałowa Komisja Stypendialna) member on the basis of certificates issued by the competition organizer.

Within this category, a student may present their 3 best achievements. Points for achievements obtained in the same competition cycle at different levels are not duplicated. Only the highest result achieved is recognized.

In a given competition cycle, a maximum of one individual achievement and one team achievement may be scored (the AMP — Akademickie Mistrzostwa Polski, Polish Academic Championships — and the MPUM — Mistrzostwa Polski Uczelni Medycznych, Polish Medical Universities Championships — are treated as separate competition cycles). If the MPUM classification directly results from achievements obtained within the AMP in the same discipline, only one achievement may be scored, either from the AMP or the MPUM, at the athlete’s choice.

Placements in team events (relay races, swimming relays, beach volleyball teams, 3×3 basketball teams, sailing crews, rowing crews, pairs in bridge, duets/trios/teams in sports aerobics, doubles in table tennis, doubles in badminton) are treated as individual achievements in accordance with the rules of the respective disciplines.

In track and field (athletics), points are awarded for specific events resulting from the nature of the competition (e.g., long jump, sprint, hammer throw, etc.).


Artistic achievements:

Points in this category are awarded on the basis of diplomas, certificates issued by event organizers or coordinators, and prizes. Group artistic achievements require confirmation from the leader or another supervisor of the artistic group operating at the University.

Scored artistic achievements are those connected with representing the Medical University of Lublin in the following fields of art: photography, cinematography, literature, painting, sculpture, graphic arts, applied arts, music, dance, theatre, and drawing. A maximum of one achievement in each field may be scored. For a single organizer/institution, only one artistic achievement will be counted. Exhibitions other than solo exhibitions and the presentation of recordings will not be considered.
